FOUNDATIONS OF LAW, 5740—1980 *

1. Where the court, faced with a legal question requiring decision, finds no answer
to it in statute law or case-law or by analogy, it shall decide it in the light of the
principles of freedom, justice, equity and peace of Israel's heritage.
